During the year, $6.4 million was withdrawn from the Reserve Fund. These funds 200

were used to meet the administrative and fund raising expenditures of $2 million, with
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the remaining $4.4 million used to augment the funding of program services.

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Financial Highlights

Sources of Funds

The Society had inflows of $67.9 million in 2010. $44 million came
from the repayment by the Society’s clients of interest-free loans.
Interest, dividends, and cash withdrawals from the Society’s Investment
Portfolio provided $6.4 million. Contributions accounted for $16.6
million*, principally from the Active Duty and Retired Fund Drives,
but also from bequests, memorials, and general contributions.
Miscellaneous receipts, principally from Thrift Shop operations, added
an additional $.84 million.

Uses of Funds

The Society used its inflows to conduct operations as shown on the
accompanying chart. The largest use was for Program Services. The
single largest program the Society has is making new, interest-free loans
($43.8 million in 2010). Loan receipts and new loans are essentially a
“wash,” and, with the exception of loans that are later converted to
grants or declared as uncollectible, these funds act as a “revolving”
fund. Grants and Non-Financial Assistance are funded principally by
Contributions, and, to a lesser extent, by Miscellaneous Receipts
(including Thrift Shop profits) and withdrawals from the Society’s
Investments. Administrative and Fundraising Expenses, as well as
revenue disbursed in support of the Society’s education programs, were
covered, in their entirety, by funds provided from the Investment
Portfolio.

Since its beginning in 1904, the Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society has
relied on its volunteers to achieve the organization’s goal of helping Sailors
and Marines meet unforeseen financial emergencies and manage their
resources. In fact, since it was founded, NMCRS has seen its volunteer roster
expand from 19 to more than 3,500, both ashore and afloat — a jump reflecting
the increased demand for the Society’s services.

But if you think volunteering for Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society
involves only stuffing envelopes and answering phones, you couldn’t be more
mistaken! NMCRS volunteers come from all walks of life and have a rainbow
of different types of skills to offer. Ages range from 6 to 106, and each person is
valued for the particular talents they have to offer. The surprise, claims
NMCRS Director of Volunteer Support, Barb Sheffer, is how wonderfully
diverse those talents are, and how both the organization and the volunteer
benefit!

“Each volunteer brings their own thought patterns, their own strengths, and

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a new vision,” Sheffer says. “Having that diversity only helps us serve the
client better.”

For instance, sometimes the volunteer in their 20s can relate better to a
client of same age, just as the volunteer who is the spouse of a service member
with years of active duty to their credit can better understand a situation faced
by the widow of a Sailor or Marine. It’s all about empowerment and matching
the skills to the client’s needs, according to Sheffer.

“We provide our volunteers with the tools and training to do the job that
fulfills their desire to serve helping others. Coordinating the mission with the
skill set is so important to helping our volunteers reach their own goals—
whether it’s building another skill for their résumé, gaining the confidence
needed for a future job interview, doing something of value, or making a
difference in the lives of our Sailors and Marines.” The benefit to the Society,
Sheffer says, is immeasurable.

“Volunteers are helping to keep us current by bringing the latest life skills to
the workplace. Our volunteer workforce is leading us in directions our founders
never anticipated! Those skill sets help us stay relevant to the service member
by allowing us to meet them where they are. In a very real way, our volunteers
help us see and prepare for the future!”

For instance, twenty-five years ago, no one had ever heard of email. Now,
the Society utilizes social media outlets such as FaceBook, Twitter, and
YouTube to reach clients and stay current. Today’s volunteers are also more
mobile and adept at multi-functioning, which has changed the way NMCRS
conveys its message, according to Sheffer.

“ “Virtual Volunteering’ is our new love! It is one of the options open to the
Society as we aim to reach and serve our target population,” she says. The
result is a dedicated cadre of individuals who have embraced the organization
and its mission, resulting in a razor-sharp focus on Sailors, Marines, and their
families—in other words, today’s Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society!

Society president Steve Abbot perhaps best sums up the value NMCRS
places on its volunteer staff when he says, “The tradition of caring for and
serving others has been passed from generation to generation of Society
volunteers, and volunteers remain the heart of our organization.”

Clarence Dillon Society

n December 1941, Clarence Dillon, a New

York financier, was asked to lead a fundraising
campaign to raise $5 million, or $10 for each
Sailor, Marine, and Coast Guardsman in the
Naval Service at that time. With the
endorsement of President Franklin D. Roosevelt
and Secretary of the Navy Frank Knox, Mr. Dillon
chaired the National Citizens Committee which
raised more than $10 million in less than two
years. His legacy was to financially position the
Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society to meet the
needs of the members of the Navy and Marine
Corps serving during World War II, and to
establish a reserve fund to meet the needs of our
Sailors and Marines in future generations.
Current threats to our peaceful existence are
different than they were after World War II, and
the need for assistance from NMCRS has soared.
Thus, the Clarence Dillon Society was created.
Enrollment in this honorary organization reflects a
legacy gift such as a bequest in a will or living
trust, a charitable gift annuity or charitable trust,
or designation as a beneficiary of a retirement plan
or life insurance policy.

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A Comparison of Financial Assistance to Contributions

he accompanying charts provide a picture of financial assistance by the

Society to its clients over the 10-year period from 2001 through 2010,
and the amount of contributions received by the Society over that same
period.

The Society provided an average of $39.9 million annually in financial
assistance to clients in the form of interest-free loans and grants, while
charitable contributions to the Society averaged $16.2 million per year.

Total financial assistance increased in 2005-2010 primarily due to combat
casualty assistance, help provided to Navy and Marine Corps families who
were victims of natural disasters, the Society’s Quick Assist Loan Program
and the impact of the 2007-2009 recession.

Contributions have been fairly consistent over the decade with about
75% of all contributions coming from active duty and retired Sailors and
Marines.

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Combat Casualty Nurses Go the Extra Mile

here is no question that combat casualties are traumatic, life-changing

events for those who experience them. But the Navy-Marine Corps
Relief Society nurses go the extra mile toward helping the wounded warrior to
heal, speeding a sometimes long and complicated recovery. By recognizing the
vital importance of the wounded service member’s support system — the
family and friends whose lives also changed with that IED or sniper’s bullet —
the Society takes its commitment to Sailors, Marines and their families to a
whole new level.

Although the generous three-year grant that initially funded this valuable
program expired in 2010, the Society is committed to directing funds that will
ensure that the CCA Program continues its phenomenal growth. Between
2009 and 2010, for instance, the number of nurse contacts with combat
casualty Marines and Sailors, including family members, doubled, from 9,000
to more than 18,300! These figures represent the diligent efforts of the 15
CCA Registered Nurses (with additional assistance from the 33 Registered
Nurses in the Society’s Traditional Visiting Nurse program), working with
more than 1,200 combat casualties and their families.

The ability of these nurses to travel across America to meet with these
military heroes and members of their self-designated support system in their
home is a valuable feature of this unique program. No other military aid
program offers in home visits.

Recognizing the importance of the Society’s focus on wounded warriors and
their support system during recovery, the Navy and the Marine Corps senior
leadership wholeheartedly embrace the Combat Casualty Assistance Visiting
Nurse Program.

It is important to note, though, that in meeting with service members and
their caregivers, Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society nurses are not attempting
to replace medical care; instead, they aim to supplement it by serving as a
liaison between the service member and the medical personnel working so
hard to restore health. Society nurses also provide a wealth of information on
local, state and federal resources available to meet the needs of these special
clients.

It’s an effort that can be large or small, short- or long-term, depending upon
the needs of the recuperating service member and family. And it’s available
worldwide, until the family no longer needs the service, whether that occurs
next week or 100 years from now.
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“The Society’s CCA nurses follow up with our clients wherever and
whenever needed,” says Ruthi Moore, R.N., Director of the Society’s Visiting
Nurse and CCA Programs. “We focus on face-to-face contact where the family
needs us to be, whether that’s in the hospital, the wounded warrior barracks, a
doctor’s office, the home, or some other place of their choosing.

“Our CCA nurses can pick up clues and indications in a non-clinical setting
that the caregiver or service member may downplay during a formal visit with
a doctor,” Moore says. “Our nurses then are able to work with the families and
their care team, to get the proper treatment for the issue, whether it’s mental
health counseling, a visit to a specialist, or an updated resource.”
